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Bishop Museum Hawaiian Hall Docent Training Program 2008-2009 

Nä kukui hö’ike o nä kai ‘ewalu. The guides of the eight seas.   

Nä kai ‘ewalu, the eight sea channels, unite the eight major islands of Hawai‘i. The docents are just like the sea channels in that they unite the knowledge of the eight islands in Hawaiian Hall. They are the guiding lights (kukui) showing the way (hö’ike) through the Museum’s jewel, Hawaiian Hall.
The Bishop Museum will open its major new exhibit in Hawaiian Hall in August 2009.  To support its educational mission, the Museum needs to recruit a large cadre of dedicated volunteer docents.  The Museum’s goal is to establish Nä Kukui ä Pauahi, a exclusive group of dedicated volunteers who will guide groups of various ages and interests through the many stories told by the exhibits in Hawaiian Hall. Special tours and programs centered on the Museum’s collections displayed in the Hall are being developed for the guides.  
Nä Kukui ä Pauahi‘s contribution to the Bishop Museum will be most invaluable and highly treasured.

The Bishop Museum Docent Training Program 2008 – 2009 will begin its first cohort training in October 2008.  The second cohort will begin training in March 2009.  Each cohort will complete 60 hours of instruction and cultural activities.  The training times will vary to meet the needs of the individual cohorts.

The course includes a study of Hawaiian culture, language and history; an overview of the Museum's collections and programs; and workshops on presentations.

There will be a nominal fee of $20.00 payable at registration. The fee covers the cost of training materials.
Upon satisfactory completion of instruction and training, participants will receive a diploma.  

Membership in Nä Kukui ä Pauahi is by invitation and may be attained after successful completion of docent training.  In accepting membership in Nä Kukui ä Pauahi individuals agree to a two-year service commitment.  Nä Kukui ä Pauahi members will be allowed to conduct tours and or programs concentrating on the area they have studied. 

Cohort training will be offered again when additional docents are needed to meet the Hawaiian Hall program demands.
